Crime in Green Island

Green Island was the victim of car and mail theft in
September.

Monday, September 27
At least 4 unlocked vehicles in our neighborhood were
were ransacked in the early hours.

Wedesday, September 29

All mailboxes in the neighborhood were opened and
mail was stolen. We suspect the vehicle was a red/
maroon Nissan 370Z convertible with broken rear
lights.

CCTYV footage from our entrance and cameras located
around Gaines Creek was provided to the local police.
Sadly such crime in Columbus is becoming more
frequent.

Please ensure mail is collected regularly and vehicles
are kept locked at all times.

Stepping Up Security

Due to the recent crime in and around Green Island
and upon police advice, the board has unanimously
approved the installation of a third, high resolution
license plate tracking camera at the front entrance.

The system will keep a log of license plates plus photo
evidence of any vehicles entering and leaving our
neighborhood. We hope to have this work completed
by the end of October.
